On Monday 3rd" December at 8.40am students will report to the Brighton Theatre where they will sign on and receive
their name-tag (which we expect to be worn for the whole week), and the program (which you need to bring each day).

Students are encouraged to wear neat casual attire (e.g. shirt, pants, skirt) OR full school uniform for the week.
