This is to inform you that after successful trials last year, the 2019 NAPLAN tests for Year 9 students will be completed online.
NAPLAN Online tests will occur in Term 2 between Tuesday 14" May and Friday 24t May.
All schools are also required to participate in the National Coordinated Practice test in Week 9 on Thursday 28" March. This is to

familiarise students with the online platform. If your child is attending the Special Interest Volleyball Eyre Peninsular Tour, you

Requirements for the NAPLAN Online tests:

Compulsory equipment:
Students must have the following equipment in order to complete the NAPLAN Online tests.

e  Fully charged iPad Air, Air 2, iPad 5% Gen or higher, iPad Pro or higher

o Note: Students with iPad minis or iPad 1%- 4" Gen will be provided with a device to complete the tests
e iPad Operating System (i0S) 10.3.3 or higher
e Headphones (earphones or earbuds are suitable)

Recommended equipment:

e Keyboard (wired or wireless)
o Will enable students to better utilise the screen on their device (as shown on the next page below). Whilst it is

not an official requirement, we recommend that students have a wired or wireless keyboard to attach to their
iPad.
