Student Contracts: A student contract which outlines responsible behaviours and expectations will need to be
completed and returned before tickets are purchased. In addition, students wishing to bring a guest will be
required to follow the Application to Invite a Guest process.

Application to invite a guest: This application contract is to be completed by invited guests of BSS year 12
students wishing to attend the Formal. Upon approval, invited guests will be eligible to purchase a ticket. If the
invited guest is not a BSS student who is in Year 11, a colour copy of their ID (driver’s license or school ID) needs
to be attached to the consent form. Please note that invited guests must be no older than 20 years of age and
must fulfil the requirements of the ‘Application to Invite a Guest’ form. The school reserves the right to accept or
reject individual guest requests.
